You may have heard about the National Bowel Cancer Screening Program, a

life-saving initiative to screen Australians aged 50 and over for bowel cancer.

Bowel cancer is a common and potentially fatal disease, but can be cured if

found early.

A simple way of finding bowel cancer early is to do an at-home screening test

called an FOBT. As part of the National Bowel Cancer Screening Program,

men and women turning 50, 55 or 65 will receive a free FOBT in the mail.

(Practice name) supports this campaign and encourages you to participate by

completing the FOBT. If you receive a kit and are unsure how to complete it,

please speak to one of our staff.

It is recommended that everyone aged 50 and over complete an FOBT every

two years. Regular screening is important because bowel cancer can develop

without noticeable symptoms.
